ELA B10 Factual Report with MLA Documentation
Many essays written in an English class are different from those written in other classes, like your History or Science classes. English essays generally analyze literature and the writer interprets or shares with the reader their own interpretation of the literature. An expository essay, though, is different from this. Like the root of the word suggests, you expose information or explain it to the reader. This is the type of essay you are asked to write for this assignment.
Your studies have focused on issues surrounding equality, specifically racially-minded issues. You have read stories, had discussions, and watched a video with different forms of discrimination and prejudiced minds being shown. Each of you have now chosen a topic that interests you in this area. You are asked to research each topic and find specific evidence or information regarding each topic and write an essay that shares your findings with a reader. 
With a formal expository essay, you normally write five paragraphs – two paragraphs come from an introduction and a conclusion, which leaves three paragraphs for body paragraphs. Basically, you have to find three aspects of your topic and write a paragraph about each, being sure to reference or quote a source directly to support your explanation.
You will have to hand in each of the following for full marks:
1. Brainstorm sheet / essay outline: Needs to be checked by me before you continue to the research portion of writing your essay.

2. Reference information: Avoid plagiarism, at all cost. If you use someone else’s words, even if you change a few of the words, without saying you are using another person’s thought, that is called plagiarism. You have to hand in the pages, whether printed or photocopied, to show me where you are taking your quotes / references from.
Do not forget to get the website addresses for where your information came from, or book or magazine title and author. You will have to make a reference to each source so don’t forget to collect your sources as you are going along. (It can be hard going back trying to find a source once you’ve moved on.)

3. Friday you will be writing this essay in class. (You may not be able to complete the essay, but you will use that class to begin writing this essay regardless.) Do not come to class Friday without information to reference. Consider this something like a “cheat sheet” that you are allowed to bring in for an exam. If you come without information, you will have to write your essay without references and you will lose marks, but at least be able to still write it.

4. Friday’s In Class Essay writing. Come with your brainstorm sheet, essay outline, reference pages, and any other preparation you do on your own time. (If you decide to write this essay out at home Thursday night, you can bring it in and rewrite it and tweak it if you like.) You will get a mark for whatever you complete Friday. After that, you will complete the rest of the essay and hand it in typed at a later date.

If you will not be here on Friday, you have to notify me PRIOR to Friday and make other arrangements for when you will write the essay. If you are sick on Friday or absent, whether excused or not, you will have to make similar arrangements but there may be an addition to the assignment. (Much like exams are tougher or longer if you write after the original exam is given.)
