Replacement Assignments for ELA 10
1. In-class essay (handwritten): 8 marks
 Expository report done on a topic of the unknown, such as Big Foot, Roswell 1947, Stonehenge, Easter Island, the Dark Side of the Moon, Stigmata, Area 51, etc. It must refer to evidence and be in formal language. 
It will be evaluated by the following:
/3 Topic information included
/3 Organization of essay
/2  Style, Grammar

2. Narrative Writing (written portion): 20 marks
Write, in a First Person perspective, a narrative piece of at least two paragraphs regarding something to do with the unknown, mysterious, or fantasy genre.  
The written portion is evaluated by:
/6  First person narrative form
/6  Tone appropriate to topic
/5  Style, Grammar
/3  Transitional phrases used

3. Narrative writing (spoken portion): 8 marks
 You will have to present your narrative essay and photos to me, outside of class time. 
You will be evaluated by:
/2  Volume
/2  Speed
/2  Tone, inflection of voice
/2  Well rehearsed presentation

4. Narrative writing (photo essay portion): 8 marks
In a slideshow or PowerPoint presentation, you have to chose appropriate pictures to highlight the main focus of your narrative. Be sure the presentation style matches the topic / tone.
It will be evaluated by:

/2 carefully prepared presentation

5. Of Mice and Men theme posters: 16 marks
Create a poster in similar style as the original ones, on one of the following topics:
-Types of figurative language with examples
-Themes of “the unexplained”

6. Formal essay – Literary Analysis: 30 marks
Describe the dynamic characters in the novel Of Mice and Men. 
Like the other essay, you will have to give reference from the literature to prove your point. It will follow the format of a formal literary essay.

vii. Point of view of the story.

viii. Use of dialogue.
