Visual Arts 20  Looking to be Inspired… 

We have discussed a bit one of the focuses of this class – the realization that much of what artists create is inspired by what is around them and ideas they have on how to visualize or represent an idea. For this class, you’ll go online and look for an artist who creates a type of art that you connect with or find intriguing. 

Follow the steps below in response to the artist / art you have chosen.

1. Once you have chosen some art / an artist, copy and paste examples of the art into a word document and save the URL link.  (This will be the source for your responses to the following questions.)

2. Describe the art in detail including what it looks like, the impression made by the finished product, and the type of material used for it. 

3. Try to determine what inspired the work. What does it seem is the main focus of it – abstract design and chaos, the human body, a focus on colour usage, strong lines, etc. Explain in detail. 

4. What is the artist trying to relay through their work? What message or mood do you feel is present in the work? 

5. What is intriguing or original about the artist’s technique or style? Describe the technique and your response. 

6. Does this work seem original or similar to other art you have seen? In what way could their art become more original if it isn’t? Be as detailed as possible.

7. If you attempted this type of art:

a. What type of art material would you need or choose to use? (Create a comprehensive list.)

b. What would be the topic of your art? Would there be a particular subject you would focus on, a topic, or a theme?

c. What, if any, would hold you back from being able to recreate the art or create your own similar to it? Give a full explanation.
