Carpe Diem – Seize Life and Live it Fully!

Create an original poem of at least fifteen lines in free style form. The lines must be at least five words long, with the exception of separating a word or phrase on its own line for emphasis.
Your topic of the poem must be regarding seizing life and living it to the fullest. You may write about what this means to you or what you imagine a life lived with that philosophy would be like. 

You should brainstorm first to get the idea for your poem and decide what direction it will take. Once the poem is drafted, then you can worry about editing for figurative language, style, word choice, etc. (Getting the ideas on paper first without being hindered by details is important.)

Your marks will be broken down in the following way:

	5 marks
	The poem itself, on topic, expressive, creates a particular tone that suits the topic, original and unique but focused. 

	4 marks
	Include any three of the following types of figurative language: 

· Simile

· Metaphor

· Alliteration

· Hyperbole

· Personification

	5 marks
	Focus on creating a particular style with your poem by using one or two of the following techniques:

· Use (meaningful)repetition for a line or a phrase to emphasis a certain idea or image etc 

· Craft the visual layout of your poem by ending lines abruptly or isolating phrases on their own line for dramatic effect. 

· Use your punctuation effectively, but not excessively. Remember that commas or periods etc do not necessarily go at the end of each line, but are placed carefully in the poem to show where a pause belongs, where the reader should take a breath. Proper grammar is still expected in poetry but you can use poetic license. 
· Balance stanzas by having them the same length of lines long or follow a pattern, but throw a single long line between them (or two) for dramatic effect to break the flow of the pattern.

· Many authors begin their poetry with an idea, follow the idea through into the future or their imagination, but can surprise the reader by abruptly ending back at their beginning state again, instead of having progressed forward. 

	4 marks
	Your final product must be edited carefully, typed, with an illustration / image drawn and coloured along the side. This should enhance the presentation of your poem, not distract from it so be careful with what you put.

	4 marks
	Explanation: You must submit two copies of your poem
1. The good copy with the drawn image on the side.

2. A second typed copy where you have identified (underlined and labelled) the three examples of figurative language you included, along with an explanation and identification (with arrows etc) of your attempt at writing style.
