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Identity Assignment:

Your identity has likely changed in the last few months with the completion of another semester of school. Some parts of your identity are steadfast and slow to change, while others are superficial or very situational and will change easily over time. For example, some people who may feel less able and less accomplished at the moment, may well feel successful in their own way after high school while those they formally compared themselves to may struggle with their own challenges in the future. 

Earlier, in our discussions, you were asked to create a list of labels or words that express your internal and external identity. You have to reconsider that list of words, now that you are more familiar with the concept of identity, and use them as a starting point for this assignment. The tough part of this project is being as honest with yourself as you feel comfortable, which in itself will tell you something about yourself right there – how honest can you be?

Because of the difficulty in accessing computer time with such a large class, there is a choice in how you present your final product to me for evaluation. Everyone will have to complete all portions of the assignment, but you can choose to present it in either a multi-media format or through a collage-like format.

Assignment:

1. Using the ten words each to describe your internal and external self, you have to write an explanation for why you chose each word and why it accurately or falsely describes you.

2. Transitional phrases were discussed at the end of last semester. These are these additions to sentences that help add information for the reader. Instead of simply writing a sentence answering why you chose each label, you have to use a transition somewhere in the sentence (at the beginning, middle or end) to add some readability to your writing. (I may be the only one to read these but I’d like you to make it a pleasant experience for me!)

3. In the same way that you wrote reader responses, I would like a paragraph response from you explaining the value or lack thereof you found in having to list these labels. The intention is that it can be a thought-provoking experience for you.

4. Choose one of the following:

a. Multi-media project: You can use PowerPoint, a slideshow, or video tape of yourself through some creative way to present your twenty words and explanations of each. Your final product will be evaluated by 

i. Creativity / originality / uniqueness

ii. Transition slides / smooth presentation

iii. Audio (narrative or song choice) volume appropriate

iv. Attention to detail / evidence of effort

b. A collage project: You can create an artistic version of a collage or use a variety of textures and paper mediums to create your final product. You will be evaluated by

i. Creativity / originality / uniqueness

ii. Variety of textures / mediums other than white paper

iii. Verbal / private presentation of collage to myself

iv. Attention to detail / evidence of effort
