Replacement Assignments for ELA B30
1. Identity assignment:28 marks
a. In relation to the four sub-units of the second half of the B30 course, write a thorough paragraph describing the main theme of each topic. Your paragraph should discuss different topics related to that subtopic. (4 paragraphs x 4 marks = 16 marks)

b. For each of the four sub-units, you must find three links / events that relate to that topic. For each link, you have to describe its relevance to the sub-unit and your personal reflection regarding it. (3 links / paragraph x 1 mark = 12 mars)

c. The above can be done in PowerPoint, by slideshow, or on your blog as entries. 

2. Formal Paragraph: 10 marks

Write a paragraph from a Formal Literary Essay using reference from a piece of literature to support your topic. The paragraph should prove or disprove that individuals in society share concern for their society (the larger group) rather than care solely for themselves. You may refer to any of the literature from the B30 course we have studied to support this.
Your evaluation will be based on:
/2  Topic sentence
/2  Integrated reference from literature
/3  Paragraph remains on topic
/2  Grammar / Style
/1  Author / Title included

3. Porphyria’s Lover Poetry Performances: 12 marks
Memorize and perform a monologue from Hamlet of at least 20 lines. It may be one of Hamlet’s, Claudius or the gravedigger’s monologues if you choose. You will present it to me outside of class time. 
Your evaluation will be based on:
/ 5 Memorization, comfort with the text
/2  Speed or narration
/2  Volume appropriate for tone
/3  Enthusiasm, inflection of voice

4. Major Essay on Hamlet: 31 marks
Your original essay can still be handed in until Friday, June 6. After this, I will not accept any.

5. Blog Entries: 10% of overall mark
Nine new entries relating to the more recent sub-unit topics. For each, you will have to follow the same original format of one two-paragraph post, one link to an article, one related video, and one comment to someone else’s blog entries. (Note: You can comment on any older posts but keep track of whose blog and the date of the entry you respond to.)

i. What actions are expected of members of society?

ii. How do we as society define “truth” and “justice”?

iii. How do ambition and power drive us? How do they challenge us?

iv. What is the relationship between a citizen and their country?

v. How does Canadian society respond to challenges?

vi. Why do some people tackle causes while others do not?

vii. Is rebellion in Canada as risky as in other countries? Explain.

viii. What is meant by “the common good”? Who decides in our country what that is?

ix. What marks you as a member of the human race?
