Intros and Conclusions






Introduction


It should have an attention-grabbing statement to catch and hold the reader’s interest.


The intro leads nicely by explaining the question being explored and background to it. 


For a lit essay, you must give some a short summary of the plot of the literature. You also have to mention the title and author. 


It also should have a clearly defined three-part thesis question.


The transition sentence should round off the introduction and hint at the beginning of the body of the essay.�





Conclusion Paragraph�


For the conclusion, it should give a general statement to remind or recap what the topic of discussion was. Sound convincing, even if you fake it. 


It should never give new information.


It should lead the reader to consider the importance of the topic and what they can do with what you have shared with them. How does it apply to their lives? 


You need a satisfying end, like a quote from literature you have referred to or an intriguing statement.
